1.  What was something from this weekend’s message that you found 
to be helpful, eye opening, or troubling?

2.  Philippians 2:3-8 describes the attitude and actions of Jesus toward 
us, the attitude and actions we are to have toward others. Why do you 
sometimes find it hard to show genuine concern for others, actually 
putting their interests ahead of your own? 
 
 
3.  God tells us we have been created to do good works (Ephesians 
2:10).  What good works are you doing for believers?  What good 
works are you doing for those who have not yet become believers?  
 
 
4.  Refer back to Sunday's message on the ways Jesus served others. 
 Which one of those four is hardest and which is easiest and why?   
 
 
5.  Read Matt. 20:20-28.  Why does Jesus say it’s better to serve than be 
served and how is that different than what James and John's mother 
was pushing for?  In what ways are you tempted to be served instead 
of serving others?  Why is serving hard for you?   
 
 
6.  At Real Life when have you been served by someone else either on 
Sunday or in your life group?  Now that you are processing this, how 
are people serving you at Real Life that you don't know personally? 
 (Ex. Set-Up Team, etc.)
